Requested:
1) Locate birth record of Mathias Tomsik born in Zavlekov in about 1804
2) Locate marriage record of his parents Mathias Tomsik and Ludmila Kral
3) Locate birth record of Mathias Tomsik Sr.
4) Locate birth record of Ludmila Kral
5) Try to find information about his emigration to Austria before he got married 

Language notes:

Orthography of names and places was unstable, e.g. Václav was spelled Wáclaw, Vácslav, etc. It relied on the language (Czech/German/Latin), as well as period or local practice. 

The suffix  -ová (e.g. Tomšíková) after surname has been used for females. In Latin, the suffix -iana (e. g. Tomschikiana), and in German the suffix -in (e.g. Tomschikin) were added.

Personal names are transliterated, i.e. we keep the original spelling as it is in the record. 

Place names are put in present Czech form. 
Glossary of terms, symbols and abbreviations:

† = cross before name means that the person was already dead

+, + + +, x x x  = one or three crosses was a signature of an illiterate person

Fr = Father (Catholic priest)

[text in parenthesis] = text interpolated by the researcher

Process of the research:
1) Locate birth record of Mathias Tomsik born in Zavlekov in about 1804
According to Viennese birth record of Marie Tomšíková of 1843 her father Matěj Tomšík was born in Zavlekov (Samlekof), Nalžovy (Ellischau) dominion in Klatovy (Klattau) region. The weblink to Matěj’s birth record which is included in Van der Gaag - Hoeks Family Tree is correct.

Researcher’s Note: Matěj Tomšík used also another surname: Holeček. Apparently it was a nickname which was given later. But the surname Tomšík was used most of the time, and undoubtedly it was original. In the past Zavlekov was also spelled Zamlekov which was reflected also in period German form (Samlekof).

3) Locate birth record of Mathias Tomsik Sr.
Since in the estimated time of Matěj Tomšík srov.’s birth Nalžovy belonged to the parish district of Hradešice, where we found the record wanted.

28 of January a child of name Mathias was born to father Joannes Tomschik and mother Anna, his wife, subject to Nalžovy dominion, and on 29 of the same month baptized in Hradešice by Reverend Father Antonius Hendl, local chaplain. Levans* Wenceslaus Siroveg from Sedlečko. Witnesses Adalbertus Hauhar [?] from Nalžovy, Magdalena Salakova from Velenovy.

*Levans = godparent who carried a child on his/her arm during baptism

In the year 1763 on 7th March Ludmilla, born the same day, legitimate daughter of Wenceslaus Kral and his wife Anna from the village of Tužice, subject to His Highness Joannes Wenceslaus Count de Pötting, was baptized in St Catherine Virgin and Martyr public chapel by me, priest and religious Erasmus Matasuchek, Minorite and chaplain in this chapel. Her levans was Ludmilla Kržitova from the village of Zavlekov, witnesses were Anna Kraupova from the village of Čejkovy and Martinus Kohaut from the village of Buršice.

5) Try to find information about his emigration to Austria before he got married 

This problem was explained in Smolka report, that emigration within Austrian empire lacks a clear documentary trail.  We therefore used the remaining time to search for the marriage record of Matěj sr.’s parents Jan Tomšík and his wife  Anna.

After three matrimony banns on 29th September, 6th and 13th October when no impediment was detected and with licence by Nalžovy manorial chancery virtuous fiancé Joannes, legitimus son of deceased Wenceslaus Tomschik from the village Nalžovy was united in Zavlekov in marriage with virtuous fiancée Anna, legitimate daughter of deceased Mathias Holeg from the village Těchonice in presence of witnesses Franciscus Honcžik from Nalžovy, Magdalena Wodicžkova from Těchonice and Mathias Zdieniek from Hradešice by Reverend Father Constantinus, Minorite.

Language of the record: Latin
Holej (to be pronounced like holey) is a local dialect form of the name Holý (to be pronounced like holee). Female form of this surname is Holá. 
Suggestions how to proceed the research
To continue searching ancestors in direct male line, that is to find birth records of Jan Tomšík and Anna Holá. To find death records of all persons in the main male line which have been already detected.
